First order of business:
Call to Order

Chairman Oberhaus called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

Second order of business:
Approval of the minutes of May 3 and May 17, 2011
MOTION MADE BY MR. GRATZ, SECONDED BY MR. TAGTOW TO APPROVE AS PRESENTED.  MOTION CARRIED.
Third order of business:
Communications (for discussion and possible action)

A.
Steve and Shelley Mehmert (6/1/11) Open Space requirement.
Mr. Mehmert stated that he submitted a building permit application for an addition to his home that included a plan to use reinforced sod in the center of his driveway and in a portion of the approach to the garage. Now that the project on the home is complete, he is requesting an option to meet the 92% green space requirement.  He is of the opinion that the work on the driveway will cause an unnecessary financial burden and not create a superior green space scenario on his property. He is requesting that the Plan Commission review the town’s current green space ordinance.  Mr. Gratz suggested that Mr. Mehmert recreate the green space coverage at the time the home was built. 
The majority of the Plan Commission voted to discuss the 92% requirement at the July 5 meeting.
Public Hearing:  To solicit public input on additions and modifications to Chapter 17 (Zoning code) of the Town of Delafield code of Ordinances related to driveway slope, size and accessory structures in the 
A-1, A-E and A-2 zoning districts and eave height requirements.  Chairman Oberhaus called the Public Hearing to order at 7:27 p.m.  The Town Clerk read the Public Hearing Notice.  
Engineer Barbeau summarized the proposed code changes to maximum driveway slope, garage size limitations in A-1, A-E and A-2 and eave height. He provided six considerations for the Plan Commission to discuss upon determination of approving a request for height increase: 1. review and comments by the fire department; 2. consideration of obstacles that would prevent access to all sides of the building; 3. location of the building or structure in relationship with other buildings or structures on site; 4. location of upper decks and balconies; 5. length of the building where the height to the eave is greater than 30 feet; 6. installation of a fire sprinkler system. 
Brian Tom questioned whether or not the Plan Commission would recommend the installation of a sprinkler system upon each request. Chairman Oberhaus stated that it is one of the items that would be considered. 
Edward Kranick, N34 W29637 North Shore Dr., stated that he is concerned about the proposed driveway slope ordinance, as it will be creating non conforming lots around the lake.  

Tom Kranick, N30 W29405 Hillcrest Dr., is concerned about the 12% situation.  He feels that it is not very steep and will be making approximately 90% of the homes on Hillcrest Drive illegal.

A. Robert Stapleton, agent for AT&T, Re: Consideration and possible action on a request for a Conditional Use permit to construct a 130 foot tall monopole on property located at N13 W28620 Silvernail Road, owned by Greg Kazmierski and Nancy Downey (tabled 5/3/11).

Engineer Barbeau stated that Attorney Larson recommended AT&T to use an insurance company authorized to do business in Wisconsin with an “A” rating. It is referenced in the Conditional Use document that AT&T currently has coverage with a commercial general liability insurance company with an “A minus” rating. The Plan Commission does not have a problem with the “A minus” rating. 
MOTION MADE BY MR. KANTER, SECONDED BY MR. GRATZ TO RECOMMEND APPROVAL OF THE CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT SUBJECT TO THE CONDITIONS STATED ON PAGE 2 OF MR. BARBEAU’S REPORT TO INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING: 1. THE APPLICANT SATISFYING ALL COMMENTS, CONDITIONS AND CONCERNS OF THE TOWN ATTORNEY, PLAN COMMISSION OR TOWN BOARD THAT ARISE DURING THE APPROVAL PROCESS; 2. RECEIPT OF ALL REQUIRED SIGNATURES INSCRIBED ON THE CONDITIONAL USE DOCUMENT, AND SUBMISSION OF ALL BONDS AND INSURANCE TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE STAFF, PRIOR TO THE TOWN AFFIXING ANY REQUIRED SIGNATURES; 3. THE APPLICANT REIMBURSING THE TOWN OF DELAFIELD FOR ALL COSTS AND EXPENSES OF ANY TYPE THAT THE TOWN INCURRED IN CONNECTION WITH THIS DOCUMENT, INCLUDING THE COST OF PROFESSIONAL SERVICES INCURRED BY THE TOWN (LEGAL, ENGINEERING, PLANNING, CONSULTING) FOR THE REVIEW AND PREPARATION OF THE REQUIRED DOCUMENTS OR ATTENDANCE AT MEETINGS OR OTHER RELATED SERVICES FOR THIS APPLICATION, AS WELL AS ENFORCEMENT OF CONDITIONS ASSOCIATED WITH ANY CONDITIONAL APPROVAL IN THE EVENT OF A VIOLATION OF THE CONDITONS.  MOTION CARRIED.    
Fifth order of business:
New Business

A. Kim Fintel, applicant for owner, 303 Investments, LLC (Carl Tomich), Airman’s Sandtrap W303 N2582 Maple Avenue, Re: Consideration and possible action regarding the allowance of homemade pizza (vs. prepackaged pizza) to be served at the restaurant, the allowance of carryout pizza service and review/update of the conditional use to reflect the current owner.
Engineer Barbeau stated that approval is required because the proposal changes the current operation. 

MOTION MADE BY MR. KANTER, SECONDED BY MR. COOLEY TO RECOGNIZE THAT THE CHANGE FROM PREMADE FROZEN TO HOMEMADE FRESH PIZZA IS AN INSIGNIFICANT CHANGE TO THE CONDITIONAL USE DOCUMENT, AND APPROVE THE ALLOWANCE OF HOMEMADE PIZZA VS. PREPACKAGED PIZZA TO BE SERVED AT THE RESTAURANT. MOTION CARRIED. 
MOTION MADE BY MR. KANTER, SECONDED BY MS. DUNDON THAT A DOCUMENT BE PREPARED FOR BOTH MR. TOMICH AND MS. FINTEL TO SIGN REQUIRING ACKNOWLEDGMENT OF THE TERMS, AND THAT THE BUSINESS CANNOT BEGIN OPERATING UNTIL THOSE SIGNATURES ARE OBTAINED.  MOTION CARRIED.
B. Town of Delafield Plan Commission, Re: Consideration and possible action on proposed changes to Chapter 17, Zoning Code of the Town of Delafield Code of Ordinances related to driveway slope, size of accessory structures in the A-1, A-E and A-2 zoning districts and eave height requirements.

MOTION MADE BY MR. KANTER, SECONDED BY MR. GRATZ TO TABLE CONSIDERATION OF THE DRIVEWAY SLOPE.  MOTION CARRIED.
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The following suggested revisions to the ordinance were discussed:  In Section 1. E. 1., the words “no greater than 35 feet” to be added to the 3rd sentence; I Section 1. E. 1. (e), the words “and/or percent to be added after the word “length”.

COOLEY TO RECOMMEND ADOPTION OF PROPOSED CHANGES TO CHAPTER 17, ZONING CODE OF THE TOWN OF DELAFIELD CODE OF ORDINANCES, RELATED TO SIZE OF ACCESSORY STRUCTURES IN THE A-1, A-E AND A-2 ZONING DISTRICTS AND EAVE HEIGHT REQUIREMENT TO THE TOWN BOARD TO INCLUDE THE AMENDMENTS DISCUSSED TONIGHT AND TO SPECIFICALLY INCLUDE REFERENCE OF NO GREATER THAN 35 FEET TO GRANTING APPROVAL OF THE HEIGHT INCREASE.  MOTION CARRIED.

Greg Essig, Western Lakes Golf Course, Discussion regarding the addition of an enclosed tent west of the clubhouse and revised parking north of the existing parking lot.
