PLAN COMMISSION MEETING

September 2, 2008

Public Hearing:  Prior to the start of the regularly scheduled Plan Commission meeting there will be a public hearing before the Town of Delafield Town Board and a quorum of the Plan Commission to solicit public comments on the proposed amendments to the Town of Delafield Code of Ordinances regarding definition changes, setbacks, offsets, open space clarification, walks and driveways serving a single lot.  Chairman Oberhaus called the public hearing to order at 7:05 p.m.  The Town Clerk read the Public Hearing Notice.  A quorum of the Town Board and Plan Commission was present.  
Engineer Barbeau summarized all proposed code changes proposed by the Plan Commission.  

No one wished to speak on this issue.  

Engineer Barbeau discussed the issue of building permits not being required for a hot tub.  Mr. Mortimer stated that a zoning and electrical permit is required for outside hot tubs and an electrical permit is required for inside hot tubs.    

The Public Hearing closed at 7:15 p.m.
Public Hearing:  Prior to the start of the regularly scheduled Plan Commission meeting there will be a public hearing before the Town of Delafield Town Board and a quorum of the Plan Commission to solicit public comments on the request of SBA Structures, David M. Wolfe, agent, to amend the Conditional Use permit for the communications tower located at S12 W28925 Summit Avenue in order to allow the installation of a back-up generator to serve six (6) users at the tower site. The regular Plan Commission meeting will begin immediately following the conclusion of the public hearing.  Chairman Oberhaus called the public hearing to order at 7:15 p.m.  The Town Clerk read the Public Hearing Notice.  A quorum of the Town Board and Plan Commission was present.  
David Wolfe, SBA Structures, N3290 Butts Dr., Waupaca, WI, stated that Verizon Wireless contacted SBA to install a generator that will consist of the following: back-power sufficient for 6 users; 4’x10’ with 200 kilowatts, a 1200 gallon tank, diesel fuel, 74 decibels at 23’, would be tested 12 minutes a week with an automatic shut off and 80 hours of fuel. He stated that it could be worked out to test at any time. 

Bob Myszewski, S11W29026 Summit Ave., is concerned about keeping the decibels down.  He questioned whether or not natural gas could be used in the place of diesel fuel.   
Rodney Arquette, S11W28949 Summit Ave., questioned how often the generator recycles and at what time of the day? He also questioned if this was the first generator SBA had ever installed.
