GRATZ THAT THE VERBIAGE “ANY EXPANSION BEYOND THE ORIGINAL THIRTEEN (13) UNITS MUST BE REVIEWED AND APPROVED BY THE TOWN OF DELAFIELD AND WAUKESHA COUNTY UNDER THE CONDITIONAL USE PERMITS ISSUED BY BOTH BODIES, AS WELL AS THE REZONING AMENDMENT ISSUED AND APPROVED BY WAUKESHA COUNTY AND THE TOWN OF DELAFIELD” BE DELETED FOR THE REASON THAT THE PLAN COMMISSION, AS OF THIS DATE, WANTS TO AND INTENDS TO LEAVE A CLEAR DIRECTION TO FURTHER PLAN COMMISSIONS AND BOARDS WITHIN THE TOWN THAT THIS IS THE INTENT THAT THERE WOULD BE NO MORE THAN 13 UNITS ON THIS PARCEL; FURTHERMORE, WE FEEL THAT THIS LANGUAGE CLOUDS THE INTENT.  IT IS ALREADY NOTED ON PAGE 4, #5, THAT THE MAXIMUM TOTAL NUMBER OF UNITS IN THE CONDOMINIUM IS 13.  MOTION CARRIED.
